Parents/guardians are responsible for the supervision and safety of their children throughout the
event.

Please keep a close eye on your children and ensure that they do not wander off or engage in unsafe
activities.

If your child has any special needs or medical conditions, please inform the event organisers on arrival
so that appropriate assistance can be provided.

Food and Allergies

We will be serving traditional English refreshments including lemonade, hot chocolate and dragon
themed snacks.

If your child or family member has any food allergies or dietary restrictions, please let us know in
advance so that we can accommodate your needs.

Participants are responsible for monitoring their own and their children's food intake and ensuring
that they do not consume anything that may cause an allergic reaction.

PATTERNS

How to make a carboard Sword

Materials Needed: Cardboard

White paper (to make the pattern)

Pencil

Scissors or craft knife

Glue

Aluminum foil (for blade detailing)

Decorative gems or stickers (for hilt decoration)
Optional: paint or markers for additional decoration

Create Your Pattern: Draw
the shape of your sword on a
piece of white paper. Your
design should include a long,
straight blade and a hilt with a
simple handguard design.

Transfer to Cardboard: Place
your paper pattern on the
cardboard and trace around it
with a pencil.

Cut Out the Sword: Using
scissors or a craft knife (adult
supervision recommended for
children), cut out the sword
shape from the cardboard.




Strengthen the Sword: If you
want a sturdier sword,
consider cutting out two
identical shapes and gluing
them together. Allow time for
the glue to dry completely.

Decorate the Blade: Apply
glue to one side of the
cardboard blade, leaving the
hilt unglued. Carefully lay

+ aluminum foil over the glued

area and smooth out any
wrinkles or bubbles for a
metallic blade effect. Trim
the excess foil around the
edges.

Decorate the Hilt: Use
decorative gems, stickers, or
paint to embellish the hilt of
the sword. You can make it as
simple or elaborate as you
wish.

Handle Grip: For a
comfortable grip, you might
wrap the handle part of the
hilt with a strip of black paper
or cloth, securing it with glue.

Finishing Touches: Add any additional decorations you like, such as painting the hilt or adding

more foil details.

Dry and Set: Allow your sword to dry completely before play or display.

Remember to always supervise children during craft activities, especially when using scissors or

craft knives. Have fun crafting and playing with your homemade cardboard sword!




How to make a carboard Shield

Materials Needed: Large piece of cardboard
Pencil or marker

Ruler

Scissors or a box cutter

Paint or colored tape for decoration

Clear packing tape for reinforcement
Decorative elements (optional)

Shape the Shield:

Lay your cardboard flat.

Use a pencil or marker to draw the
outline of your shield. You can
create a traditional shield shape with
a curved top and pointed bottom.
Cut out the shield shape using
SCissors or a box cutter.

Create the Handle:

Cut a strip of cardboard
approximately 2 inches wide and
long enough to comfortably fit your
hand.

Bend the strip in the center to form
a handle.

Attach the handle to the back of the
shield with clear packing tape,
ensuring it's centered and at a
comfortable holding position.
Decorate Your Shield:

Use paint, colored tape, or any other
materials to decorate the front of
our shield. You could add a red
cross for St. George's Day, or any
design you like.

llow any paint to dry completely.

dd Final Touches:

For added detail, you can stick on
decorative elements like faux jewels
or emblems to make your shield
more regal.

Reinforce the edges with additional
ape if needed for extra durability.

Test It Out:
Once your shield is dry and complete, slide your arm through the handle and grasp it
firmly.




Practice holding it up as if you were in a battle, and make any adjustments if necessary
to ensure it's comfortable to carry.

Your shield is now ready for any pretend play or celebration event! Remember, this is
for fun and not suitable for real combat.

And now create or choose you Heraldry

When crafting your own coat of arms, opt for vibrant, robust hues. Heraldry traditionally
employs five colors, each with their own classic designation:

Red signifies Gules
Blue denotes Azure w w v w w
Green is known as Vert
Black is represented by Sable Or | |Argent

Beyond colors and metals, heraldry features ‘furs’, with the most frequent being:
Ermine, which illustrates the winter white fur dotted with black tips of stoats.

Vair, which symbolizes the blue and white pattern of squirrel pelts.

Should an element like an animal appear in its actual coloration, it's labeled as proper.

The Shapes of Heraldry:

In the realm of heraldic shields, simple figures known as ordinaries are employed against
a backdrop of color, metal, or fur. When designing your personal emblem, consider
including one of these primary ordinaries:

Fess: A horizontal band across the center

Pale: A vertical band down the middle = “ '
Bend: A diagonal band from top left to bottom right - o
Chevron: An inverted 'V', akin to the peak of a house

Cross: A basic intersection of two bars A + w
Saltire: An 'X' shape, reflective of St. Andrew's cross

Chief: A horizontal band at the top chevren Cross s
Bordure: A band that borders the shield ] '
Pile: An inverted triangle pointing down

Chief Bordure Pile

Your shield can be split into two hues, vertically or horizontally, or into four distinct
colored quadrants.

While ordinaries are not mandatory, if you choose to utilize one, heed the heraldic law:
never juxtapose a color directly upon another color, nor a metal on another metal. This
ensures distinct visibility and contrast, a principle that extends to the charges as well.
